To make curbside recycling collection more
efficient, follow these guidelines.

1. Put your cart at the curb BEFORE 7:30 AM.
2. CLOSE the lid.
3. Turn the cart handle TOWARD THE STREET.

4. Place recyclables loose in the cart. DO NOT
BAG.

Know What to Throw!

Materials like broken glass, food and items

in bags can contaminant valuable recycled
material — making them unrecoverable. Help keep
recyclables free of the following contaminants:

B NO plastic bags, wrap or film;

NO Styrofoam™ of any kind;

NO garbage or yard debris;

NO disposable cups or to-go containers;
NO food or liquids;

NO housewares or home decor;

NO cords, wires, hoses or rope-like items;
NO toys or electronics;

NO carpet or lumber;

NO fabric, clothing or shoes; and

NO paint or hazardous materials.
